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‘3 DRAFT MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING FOR TAKING OVER COMPLETED
IRRIGATION SCHEMES FOR OPERATION AND MAINTENACE BY PANCHAYAT(S)

Background:

%

The need for adopting Participatory Approach -for management of Irrigation
projects is crucial for conserving and optimal utilization of resources, since
Participatory lIrrigation Management (PIM) refers to involvement of lIrrigation
users in all aspects of Irrigation Marfagement and all levels. The aspects include
the initial planning and Design of new Minor Irrigation Projects (MiPs), their
construction, supervision as well as improvement and also for decision making,
operation and maintenance (O&M), monitoring and evaluation of the system. The
Irrigation system in the country especially in the state of Himachal Pradesh has
go far been largely constructed and managed by the Government, so introducing
PIM requires a new paradigm in lIrrigation management. Water Users’
Association (WUAs) have also been registered in various districts of the State.
The objectives of PIM can thus be summarized as follows:

* Toinculcate a sense of ownership and responsibility among the farmers.

e To resolve differences or conflicts regarding implementation, water
distribution, operation and maintenance or any other related issue.

¢ To improve the service through better operation and maintenance.

e To achieve optimum utilization of available resources through improved
systems of water delivery, matching to the greatest extent possible the
needs of crops.

s To achieve equity in water distribution.

e To make optimum use of natural precipitation as ground water in
conjunction with flow irrigation.

* To increase production per unit of water or per unit of land as the case
may be.

e To help the farmers to have a greater choice of crop sequences and
timing ,period and frequency of water supply, depending on soils, climate
and other infrastructure facilities available in the area such as transport of
produce, marketing of produce, etc. such as to maximize the income and
returns.

* To develop professional relationship between the irrigation officers/staff
with farmers.

» To promote economy in the use of water.

e To mobilize local resources in cash or kind or in terms of labour to wards
meeting the O& M charges.

e To branch out into activities other than the distribution of water for the
purpose of raising resources so long as they are in consistence with the
basic responsibilities of the WUA's for example to assist farmers in a tie
up with.agro industries etc.
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With a view for increasing agricultural production in the state,
the importance of irrigation is very vital and people’s participation is all the
more important for achieving project objectives. This will not only develop a
sense of ownership for the system but will also encourage to take initiatives
to influence policy and decision making in management of water ‘and its
distribution, besides, establishing coordination and synergy amongst State
agencies involved in the sector.

, e That Gram Panchayat undertakes to take over the scheme namely in

all respects and undertakes responsibility of its operation and
maintenance either through itself or its user group Sub Committees
legally constituted as stipulated in Panchayati Raj Act 1994 with upto
date with amendments and rules framed under it from time to time by
the state government.

e That Gram Panchayat shall take entire
responsibility of equal distribution of water to all the beneficiaries of the
scheme by making a chart of schedule of lrrigation (warabandi) or
duration of supply as per demand and requirement of beneficiaries
crop wise on its handing over by IPH Department. The Panchayat
further undertakes responsibility for full utilization of installed capacity
and will Endeavour to drive maximum benefit from the scheme. It will
be ensured by the Panchayat that t the land use of the land proposed
to be brought under irrigation will not be allowed to be changed without
prior consent of 1&PH Department.

e That Gram Panchayat undertakes to levy and recover water
charges/user charges and maintain a development fund so as to
ensure proper O&M and sustainability of scheme during the entire life
cycle of the scheme through its resources as well as partial cost
sharing by the beneficiaries. In the event of User Group/Sub Committee
becoming defunct on account of one or other reason the Gram
Panchayat shall be at liberty to take over the O&M of its own to
safeguard the interest of beneficiaries at large besides recovering the
outstanding dues from the defaulters/the concerned beneficiaries.
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The electric meter shall be in the name of KVS/Panchayat/user group
in case of LIS & the payment of energy charges shall be made by the
KVS/Panchayat/user group through funds to be provided by state Govt
as a grant to KVS/Panchyat/usergroup.

That any change(addition or extension) if required according to
prevailing conditions, The Gram Panchayat undertakes to get it
approved from IPH Department and shall undertake the work of
addition/ deletion, if any so warranted, subsequently under the active
guidance & supervision of the IPH Department at its risk and costs.
That the panchayat given the responsibility of management and
maintenance of scheme at community level of its own or through very
creation of regular formal bodies under the guidance of I|&PH
Department, the members/staff of these bodies shall be trained and
provided with adequate technical support on a continuous basis from
IPH Department or any other agency deemed fit so as to operate and
maintain the scheme optimally.
